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The ‘Gélle Fra’ is
considered one of
Luxembourg's most
important landmarks
and is part of a
large memorial to
the Luxembourgish
soldiers who
served in the
First World
War.

Some
national
traditions:

“Buergbrennen”: At the end of
February/beginning of March,
huge bonfires are set up in
villages. After a torchlight
procession, the bonfires are lit
at nightfall to symbolically
drive away the winter.

The “Bretzelsonndeg”
is celebrated on the fourth
(Sunday of Lent. According to this
tradition, the man gives a sweet
pretzel to the woman of his heart on
this day. In leap years, the tradition is
reversed: the woman gives the pretzel.

The “Sprangpréssessioun” or dancing
procession takes place, on the Tuesday
after Pentecost (Péngschtsonnden), in
Echternach. This ancient religious
tradition is unique in its kind.
